Pre-Arrival
· Haworth Art Gallery is situated 1.1 mile walk from Accrington Train Station. The walk includes steep inclines.
· Accrington Train Station is a short 4 minute walk from Accrington Bus Station. At the bus station there are 2 buses which will take you to the Gallery the 464 and the X41. When getting on the bus please ask to get off at the Newton Drive stop. Please be aware you may have to cross a busy main road and there is no Zebra Crossing.
· When departing the bus head to the Gallery along Newton Drive, turn right onto Hollins Lane and the entrance to the Gallery is on the right.
· Taxi services are available in the town and a few are listed here. Max Cabs 
01254 555 555, Arrow Taxis 01254 872 777 and Betty’s Taxis 01254 888 888. Please state if you require an accessible taxi.
· Haworth Art Gallery is situated off Hollins Lane, Accrington, BB5 2JS. Roads are paved and tarmacked and are generally level (see image below).

Entrance to car park
After driving through Haworth art Gallery gates take the third left to find the car park. The car park is free to use. When walking from the carparks to the galleries there are no steps but you will encounter ramps and small inclines.
Coaches
Coaches should approach Hollins Lane from Newton Drive and turn first right onto Hollins Lane. Most coaches are too large to turn into the entrance to the gallery from the narrow section of Hollins Lane and there is no space for coaches to park in the grounds. We advise that coaches drive down to Harcourt Road and turn round before dropping visitors off at the gates and parking alongside the wall pictured below on Hollins Lane where the lane widens.

Entrance Hall
